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Darren, affectionately known as "The Slumlord that Cases His Places," leases an apartment to Poz with an express condition in the lease that no political or opinionated signs shall be placed in the windows.  Poz accepts the lease terms and moves in on a one-year lease.  Darren shows up unannounced every couple weeks at 6 am and lets himself in and looks around after raiding the fridge and making himself an egg sandwich.  Poz wakes up and asks, "what the hell are you doing?"  "Hey, I'm the owner, you're just a lessee and I need to protect my property," replies Darren.  "I'll be back," Darren continues.  Three months later after many such interruptions, Poz realizes the apartment is infested with mice. Poz calls Darren and asks him to deal with this problem.  Darren agrees but does nothing.  At month 4, Poz has had enough.  Poz hangs a sign in her window that reads "ASU SUCKS."  Darren, an ASU alum, sees the sign and threatens to evict Poz.  Before he can do so, Poz vacates and s
 tops paying rent.  Poz also hands the keys to Shack Man and says "move on in, maybe you can adversely possess this dump."   At month 11, Darren sues Poz for back rent and Shack Man for trespass.  Poz and Shack Man counterclaim.  What are the potential claims and counterclaims of the parties?

While the litigation begins, the city condemns this Arizona-hating/mice-infested apartment as blighted.  What claims or remedies might Darren, Poz and Shack Man have to prevent the condemnation?"
